Chairman Robert Faulkner called the regularly scheduled
meeting of the Carroll Township Board of Supervisors to order
at 6:30 p.m. The location of the meeting is at the Carroll
Township Municipal Building, 555 Chestnut Grove Road,
Dillsburg, Pennsylvania.

Mr. James Caplinger representing the Northern York
Community Foundation wanted to introduce himself to the
Board and update them on their activities. NYCF is looking
for land to build a Community Center. NYCF understands that
they cannot do this on their own. They have contacted the
Dillsburg Library, New Hope Ministries, and Dillsburg Senior
Center to see if they would be interested in combining forces to
build a Community Center. At this time all are interested in
joining together to make this center a possibilities.

Chief John Francis presented the Police Report for the month
of October 2005.

It was moved by Supervisor Zinn, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and carried to approve the October 18, 2005 Board
of Supervisors Meeting Minutes as submitted. Supervisor
Murphy abstained from the vote, because he was not present.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to approve the payment of
the bills up to and including November 15,2005 in the amount
of$128,768.71.
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It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Zinn, and carried to release the financial security held on the
Stonebridge Crossing Phase I from ECI since the Township
now have financial security for the project in the same amount
from Cornerstone as the new owner. Supervisor Schopfer
abstained from the vote since his former employer was the
Engineering Firm.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Zinn, and unanimously carried to release $34,792.02 from the
Letter of Credit #276 for the improvements completed in the
South Mountain Estates Phase II. This will reduce the surety
for this project from $49,601.30 to $14,809.28.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to release $54,818.00 from
the Letter of Credit #291 on the 18Months Maintenance Bond
being held on South Mountain Estates Phase I. This will
reduce the surety for this project from $54,818.00 to $0.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to table the review of the
Preliminary Subdivision Plans for Rosetta Valley until the
December 20, 2005 Board meeting and accept the time
extension granted by the Developer until February 12,2006 to
review the plans.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to grant the following
waiver requests:

1. Section 60 l.d - pertaining to Growing Greener Subdivision
Requirements; and

2. Section 708.e. - pertaining to Curbs, along existing streets.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Zinn, and unanimously carried to conditionally approve the
Final Subdivisions Plans for George Wentz contingent upon
addressing the following comments from Mark Hilson's
comment memo dated November 15,2005:
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SUBDIVISION AND LAND DEVELOPMENT
ORDINANCE

1. All certificates and signature blocks must be signed and
sealed. (Section 501.b.6)

2. List all requested waivers on the cover sheet, and indicate
the date of action.

3. Add the following notes regarding the existing private
drive to the plan:

. Ingress, egress and regress to Lot 1 and 2 must be
by way of Warrington Road and must be
incompliancewiththe CarrollTownship .

Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance.
· George R. Wentz hereby gives up any and all rights

of ingress, egress, and regress associated with the
existing private drive beyond the limits of Lot 1,
Lot 2, and Mr. Wentz's existing lot identified and
known as 167 Warrington Road, Tax Parcel
Number NC-122C.

. Carroll Township is not and shall not be responsible
for maintenance of the existing private drive shown
on this plan.

4. The applicant shall provide proof of recordation of the
deeds for Mr. Wentz's proposed lots, and his existing lot
to include the notes shown under comment 3 above.

5. Since the private drive is also located on Lot 1, albeit
slightly, include Lot 1 where referencing Lot 2 in note 9.

6. Township Ordinances limit the number of driveways
from a parent tract to an existing public street to four (4).
With one driveway proposed for each lot, two future
driveways are left. The plan must note which lot(s) carry
the right of future driveway access (indicate how many)
to Warrington Road.

Mr. George Wentz as owner has submitted a written
Acceptance of Conditions for this plan.

Solicitor Hipp did not have any comments at this time, but is
requesting an executive session to discuss litigation issues after
the meeting.
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It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to enter into a Franchise
Agreement Extension with Adelphia until sale of the company
to COMCAST and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign
the Agreement.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Zinn, and unanimously carried to authorize the Secretary to
advertise the Proposed 2006 Budget. The proposed budget is
available for public review from November 22, 2005 until
December 20,2005, Monday - Friday from 9:30 a.m. to 3:30
p.m.

It was moved by Supervisor Zinn, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to adopt Resolution
Number 2005-26 designating the West Shore Tax Bureau as
Carroll Township's Collection Agent, appointing an Income
Tax Officer, and assigning the Representative and Alternate
Representative to the Board of Directors of said Bureau.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to adopt the West Shore
Tax Bureau 2006 Budget as submitted.

Chairman Faulkner announced that Carroll Township received
a $100,000.00 Grant from York County Planning Commission
for the Baltimore Street Sanitary Sewer Laterals. The money
will not be distributed until spring 2006. Carroll Township is
working with Dillsburg Area Authority and York County
Planning Commission in the administration of the grant.

Chairman Faulkner announced the PUC Public Hearing for
the Chestnut Grove Railroad Crossing Closure is scheduled for
November 17, 2005 at 10:00 a.m.

Chairman Faulkner announced that with regrets the Board of
Supervisors has accepted the resignation of Robert Kauffman
as the Emergency Management Coordinator effective
immediately. He thanked Mr. Kauffman for a job well done.
