Chairman Robert Faulkner called the regularly scheduled
meeting of the Carroll Township Board of Supervisors to order
at 6:30 p.m. The location of the meeting is at the Carroll
Township Municipal Building, 555 Chestnut Grove Road,
Dillsburg, Pennsylvania.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to approve the February 6,
2006 Board of Supervisors Work Session Minutes as
submitted.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and carried to approve the February 13,2006 Board
of Supervisors Meeting Minutes as submitted. Supervisor
Turner abstained from the vote because he was absent.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and carried to approve the February 13,2006 Board
of Supervisors Public Hearing Minutes as submitted.
Supervisor Turner abstained from the vote because he was
absent.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to approve the March 6,
2006 Board of Supervisors Work Session Minutes as
submitted.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to approve the March 13,
2006 Board of Supervisors Meeting Minutes as submitted.
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Chairman Faulkner questioned Sheldon Williams, Manager at
the Dillsburg Area Authority (DAA), about the Chapter 94
Report. He asked why Carroll Township numbers were so low
in the Chapter 94 Report. Chairman Faulkner also questioned
why the Chapter 94 Report shows only 46 connections for the
whole region and why these years in Carroll Township 2008,
2009, and 20I0 the connections are going down not up.
Chairman Faulkner asked why the Township was not asked for
input for this report. Chairman Faulkner stated that the current
user's fees will double or triple because half of the plant will
not be used. He asked Mr. Williams how we right these
numbers.

Supervisor Schopfer wanted to know why not issue the
reservations until the plant is maxed out. He does not want to
play DEP's game. Supervisor Schopfer also asked when DAA
is looking forward to issuing reservations. He also wanted to
know when Carroll Township can expect input into the Chapter
94 Report.

Supervisor Murphy questioned doesn't DEP require the
Authorities to build for more than what is needed. He also
stated the existing customers will be required to paid higher
sewer bills because the plant will not be at capacity.

Mr. Williams stated that the Chapter 94 Report is not to be
used as a planning document. It is to be used to answer:
1. Is the plant operating within its limits; and
2. Is the plant overloaded?
Mr. Williams stated that DAA was told by DEP that they
would not be using the Chapter 94 Report. DEP was to create
an in house document to be used not the Chapter 94 Report.
Mr. Williams stated the current plant is using 3400 EDUs,
3100 EDUs are available, 1600 EDUs are reserved, and 1300
ofthese are in Carroll Township. DAA is doing a study to
make sure they can handle the EDUs that are currently on
reserve.

Mr. Williams is concerned if the plant is maxed out they would
have reservations that DAA could not satisfy. He also stated
the NPDES permit is up for renewal very soon and this will
give them some very important information. He is not sure
how they can plan until DEP lets them know what figures they
are usmg

Mark Hilson, P.E., Township Engineer, stated the Chapter 94
Report is used to let you know if you are at 90% capacity of the
plant. DEP will notify you if you are close to the 90%
capacity. If you estimate your usage high there is down side to
going higher. Mr. Hilson thinks Carroll Township should
submit our numbers to DEP. Mr. Hilson stated a letter should
be written to DEP and a copy to DAA letting them know what
Carroll's needs are for the next five (5) years. The Board
authorized Mr. Hilson to draft the letter to DEP for the next
meeting.

Supervisor Schopfer stated again that he feels DAA should
move forward and issue reservations as per Carroll's 537 Plan
and not play DEP's game.

It was moved by Supervisor Turner, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to adopt Resolution 2006-12
that the Board of Supervisors of Carroll Township hereby bans and
prohibits all outdoor fires within the boundaries of Carroll
Township excluding the use of gas and charcoal grills for the
purpose of the cooking of food only.
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It was moved by Supervisor Turner, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to adopt Resolution 2006-11
that the Board of Supervisors of Carroll Township, York
County that during the period commencing January 1,2006 and
ending May 31, 2006, all interest and penalties that would
otherwise be imposed for the non-reporting or underreporting of
earned income and occupational privilege tax liabilities or the non-
payment or underpayment of earned income and occupational
privilege tax previously imposed and due shall be waived in total if
the taxpayer voluntarily files delinquent, verified tax returns and
pays the delinquent tax in full during the period so established.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Turner, and unanimously carried to appoint Josephine Patton as
Assistant Secretary/Treasurer and set compensation at $15.00 per
hour effective March 27,2006.

Dianne Price, Township Manager, informed the Board of
Supervisors that the Township's Boiler needs to be replaced or
repaired. To repair the Boiler the estimated cost is between
$3,500.00 and $4,000.00. To replace the Boiler the estimated cost
is between $11,000.00 and $12,000.00 and we would need to go
out for formal bids.

Dianne Price, Township Manager, informed the Board of
Supervisors that Coover Park received $5,000.00 in grant money to
rebuild the riparian buffers and create a master plan for Coover
Park. There is a training seminar at Messiah College on Thursday,
April 6, 2006 from 4:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. The Committee will be
working at Coover Park on Thursday, April 20th,Friday, April 21st
and Saturday, April 22nd. Volunteers are needed. They are

planning to plant the riparian buffer on Saturda~,April 22, 2006.
The Township will help on Thursday, April20t and Friday, April
2151to plant trees.

Dianne Price, Township Manager, informed the Board of
Supervisors that the Township received their Liquid Fuels money
in the amount of$128,868.89 for 2006.
