Chairman Robert Faulkner called the workshop meeting

of the Carroll Township Board of Supervisors to order at 6:30
p.m. The location of the meeting is at the Carroll Township
Municipal Building, 555 Chestnut Grove Road, Dillsburg,
Pennsylvania.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to allow Dillsburg Area
Soccer Club to use Carroll Township Field # 1 for Spring
Soccer from March 1 through June 15, and both fields for the
fall season from August 1 through November 15", The
organization must submit schedules and current insurance
information to the Township.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy and unanimously carried to allow Northern York
Lacrosse Club to use the Carroll Township #2 field from
February 27" through May 19", They have submitted a
schedule and insurance.
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Mark Tetkoskie, president of Dillsburg Youth Baseball,
addressed the Board about the Carroll Township field.
Discussion was held concerning the use of the field and future
needs for baseball. Michael Junkins stated that DYB was not
interested in developing the field at the Monaghan Church.
DYB has not supplied a current roster or schedule. Mark
Eppley will contact the Township when they know their field
needs and Carroll Township will coordinate the use of the field
with Bob Ingham’s team. DYB was informed that they will be
responsible for their share of the field maintenance.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Zinn , and unanimously carried 0 authorize the expenditure of
$135.00 per hour for the Solicitor of the Zoning Hearing
Board.

[t was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Turner, and unanimously carried to support the Logan Park
Authority’s grant application for trees from the Chesapeake
Bay Foundation to plant along Fisher’s Run. The Township
would support the project by the picking up and planting the
trees.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously carried to accept the extension for
Rosetta Valley until February 14", Engineer Mark Hilson is to
notify the developer that the Board will take action at the
meeting on Monday, February 13". The Board discussed
limiting future plans to two extensions before taking action.
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The Board reviewed the plans for Spring Lane Park submitted
by Kevin Anderson for action at the regular meeting. The plan
was recommended for conditional approval by the Planning
Commission. The plan has two waiver requests, stormwater
and road improvements. Supervisor Zinn would like to have
the road improvements done to have a right turn lane into the
project from Gettysburg Pike. Mark Heeb, Engineer for the
project, will work with Township Engineer Mark Hilson. The
plans for the roundabout were reviewed. George Wirt would
like to see the improvements within the year.

It was moved by Supervisor Zinn, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to adopt Resolution 2006-
05 to appoint a public accountant to examine the accounts of
the Township for the Fiscal Year 2005.

It was moved by Supervisor Zinn, seconded by Supervisor
Schopfer, and unanimously carried to appoint Smith, Elliot,
Kearns and Company, LLC to do an audit of all of the
Township accounts for the Fiscal Year 2005 not to exceed
$4,300.00

The resolution for the new fee schedule for ARRO is to
be placed on the agenda for the regular meeting. ARRO has
revised its fees for UCC inspections.

It was moved by Supervisor Schopfer, seconded by Supervisor
Murphy, and unanimously approved to adopt Ordinance 2006-
174 amending the Carroll Township Stormwater Management
Ordinance.

Ordinance Number 2006-172 amending the Carroll
Township Zoning Ordinance to allow for Traditional
Neighborhood Design will be on the agenda for a public
hearing and action on Monday, February 13, 2006 at 6:30.
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Supervisor Schopfer discussed the proposed amendment to
the Carroll Township Subdivision and Land Development
Ordinance to add Traditional Neighborhood Development.
There is a concern by one engineer that the density is not high
enough. The proposed density for the TND is a total of 6.75
with incentives.

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Turner, and unanimously approved to re-appoint Alexis
Hilbish, Edward Andrews and Sue Graham to the Carroll
Township Planning Commission for four year terms until
March 2010.

Chairman Faulkner appointed Supervisor Zinn and Supervisor
Schopfer to a committee to begin work on the Municipal
Trash Contract that expires on December 31, 2006

It was moved by Supervisor Murphy, seconded by Supervisor
Zinn, and unanimously approved to allow for monthly
payments to the non-uniform pension plan.

The resolution for the adoption of the Northern York Regional
Recreation Plan will be on the agenda for the regular meeting
on February 13, 2006. The plan is available on disk or to
review on paper at the Township office.

Tax Collector Madeline Harbold has requested that Carroll
Township increase the fees she is charging for tax receipts

to $2.00 and for tax certifications to $20.00. Dianne Price will
check if this increase can be by resolution or ordinance.

Chairman Faulkner called for public comments. There were no
comments.
