Jeffrey Murphy, Carroll Township Supervisor, wanted to thank
the Commissioners on behalf of the Board of Supervisors for
the work that they have done in 2005. A lot was accomplished
in 2005 and more to do in 2006. Thank you.

It was moved by Commissioner Graham, seconded by
Commissioner Hilbish, and unanimously carried to approve the
December 8, 2005 Planning Commission Meeting Minutes as
submitted.

Commissioner Fuss stepped down into the audience during the
discussion of the Preliminary Subdivision Plans for South
Mountain Commons.

It was moved by Commissioner Hilbish, seconded by
Commissioner Andrews, and carried to table the review ofthe
Preliminary Subdivision Plans for South Mountain Commons
until the February 9, 2006 Planning Commission meeting,
because there was no resubmittal of the plan.
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It was moved by Commissioner Bates, seconded by
Commissioner Fuss, and unanimously carried to table the
review of the Preliminary Subdivision Plans for Rosetta Valley
until the February 9,2006 Planning Commission meeting, and
recommend to the Board of Supervisors to notify the
Developer that the plan must address the deficiencies by the
March 2006 Board of Supervisors meeting or face a plan
denial. The Developer has granted a 90 day extension, but the
Commissioners would recommend only a 30 day extension.

It was moved by Commissioner Bates, seconded by
Commissioner Andrews, and unanimously carried to table the
review of the Final Minor Subdivision Plans for Frances
Fortney until the February 9,2006 Planning Commission
meeting.

It was moved by Commissioner Bates, seconded by
Commissioner Hilbish, and unanimously carried to recommend
to the Board of Supervisors to grant a waiver request on
Section 703.b (3) pertaining to Reconstruction and widening
of existing Township Roads contingent upon the applicant
provide a note on the plan that Spring Lane Road/Gettysburg
Pike intersection improvements will be constructed with the
land development of either the N/F Smith Tract, or any
remaining part of the parent tract of Spring Lane Park. (Section
703.b (3) and 703.b (9)

It was moved by Commissioner Faulkner, seconded by
Commissioner Andrews, and unanimously carried to
recommend to the Board of Supervisors to grant the waiver
request on Section 401.2.A pertaining to no increase in the
Stormwater Runoff being discharged for up to the 2-year storm
contingent upon the applicant paying a fee in lieu of
constructing the infiltration facility. Said fee shall be
determined by engineer's estimate of the probable cost of the
infiltration facilities, and approved by the Township Engineer.

It was moved by Commissioner Faulkner, seconded by
Commissioner Bates, and unanimously carried to recommend
to the Board of Supervisors to conditionally approve the
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Preliminary Land Development Plan for Spring Lane Park
contingent upon addressing the following comments in Mark
Hilson's Memo dated January 11,2006:

1. All certificates and signature blocks must be signed and
sealed

2. Provide approval from YCCD for the E&SC plan and an
approved NPDES permit. Provide copies of submitted
PCSWM plans and the approved PCSWM plans. Also,
the erosion and sedimentation control narrative must be
submitted for review. (The Township may also review)
(Section 502.b)

3. Provide a copy of the complete planning module. The
applicant's response that an exemption card for sewage
planning is proposed is acknowledged. The Township
can consider the request for this exemption since there are
no facilities proposed other than a gravity sewer main
extension, and upon review of a letter provided from
DAA which states there is no existing or projected
organic or hydraulic overload in the conveyance and
treatment facilities. The applicant is responsible for
obtaining said letter from DAA. (Setion502.a(I))

4. Provide a copy of the sewer and water feasibility studies
and a letter of approval from the Dillsburg Area
Authority for each. (Section 502.a(2))

5. It is my understanding based on conversations with the
developer and his engineer that the plans will be revised
to show the proposed reconstruction of Old Gettysburg
Pike along the frontage of this Office building. Revise
the plans to show this reconstruction. (Section 703.b (3)
and 703.b (9).

6. Provide off-site drainage areas tributable to drainage on
the site as a part of the existing resource analysis plan.
(The drainage area must match the Stormwater report.)
(Section 50l.c(2)( c)i)

7. Sinkholes are labeled on the plan. Please clarify the
source of the sinkholes.

8. Provide an easement agreement, or other documentation
showing sewer mains can be installed on the adjoining
property to the north.

9. The traffic study will have to be updated and resubmitted
for review and approval with any subsequent land
development on any remaining part of the parent tract of
this development.

10. Provide a Jurisdictional Delineation of Wetlands.

It was moved by Commissioner Andrews, seconded by
Commissioner Faulkner, and unanimously carried to table the
review of the Final Subdivision Plans for Stonebridge Crossing
Phase II until the February 9,2006 meeting and accept the time
extension granted by the Developer until May 9, 2006 to
review the plan.

It was moved by Commissioner Faulkner, seconded by
Commissioner Andrews, and unanimously carried to table the
review of the Preliminary Land Development Plans for Carroll
Village until the February 9, 2006 meeting.

Mr. Paul Navarro presented a Sketch Plan for the Gulick Farm.
