It has been determined that your proposed project, which includes the discharge of dredged and/or fill matenal and/or the
placement of structures nto waters of the Umited States, including wetlands, qualifies for federal authornizaton under the
provisions of Section 404 of the Clean Water Act and/or Section 10 of the River and Harbor Act of 1899, under the terms and
conditions of the PASPGP-3.

All activities authorized under PASPGP-3 must comply with all conditions of the authorization, including General,
Procedural, and Special Conditions. Failure to comply with ail the conditions of the authorization, including project
special conditions, will constitute a permit violation and may be subject 1o eriminal, civil, or administrative penalties,
and/or restoration.

The authonized activity must be performed in compliance with the following General Conditions to be authorized under
PASPGP-3

General Conditions:

1. PADEP Permit Conditions: The permittee shall comply wath all terms and conditions set forth in the PADEP
authonzation for use of this permit, including all conditions of Section 401 Water Quahty Certification, and any
subsequent amendment or modification to such authonzation The permuttee shall conduct all work and activities in
strict comphance with all approved maps, plans, profiles, and specifications used by PADEP and/or the Corps as the
basis for 1ts authonzation or subsequent modification of authorization

2. Agquatic Life Movements: No activity may substantially disrupt the movement of those species of aquatc hfe
indigenous to the water body, including those species which normally migrate through the area, unless the activity's
primary purpose is to impound water Culverts placed in streams must be appropnately depressed to0 maintam
aquatic life movement and low flow conditions.

3. Threatened and Endangered Species: If an actwvity 15 authonzed under the PASPGP-3, and a federally listed
threatened or endangered species, or proposed species or critical habitat, 1s subsequently found to be present, all
work must cease, and the Corps and USFWS (or NMFS) must be notified. The PASPGP-3 authonzation 1s
suspended and will not be reissued unul consultation pursuant to Section 7 of the ESA 1s concluded and adverse
effects to federally listed threatened, endangered, and proposed species and critical habitat are avoided

Furthermore, persons have an mdependent responsibihity under Section 9 of ESA to not engage in any actwvity that
could result 1n the “take” of a federally hsted species

4. Spawning Areas: The permittee shall comply with all ime-of-year restrictions as set forth by the PFBC or other
designated agency Discharges or structures in spawming or nursery areas shall not occur dunng spawning seasons,
unless written approval 1s obtained by the PFBC or other designated agency. In addition, work in areas used for
other nme sensitive hife span activities of fish and wildhfe (such as hibemation or migration) may necessitate the use
of seasonal restnctions for avoidance of adverse impacts to vulnerable species. Impacis 10 these areas shall be
avoided or mimmized to the maximum extent practicable during all other imes of the year.
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Waterfowl Breeding and Wintering Areas: Activities including discharges of dredged or fill matenal or the
placement of structures in breeding and wintenng areas of mugratory waterfowl must be avoided to the maximum
extent practicable

Shellfish Production: No discharge of dredged or fill material and/or the placement of structures may occur in
areas of concentrated shellfish production, unless the discharge 1s directly related to an authonzed shellfish

harvesting activity

Adverse Effects From Impoundments: If the activity, including the discharge of dredged or fill material or the
placement of a structure, creates an impoundment of water, the adverse effects on the aquatic system caused by the
accelerated passage of water and/or the restricuon of 1ts flow, including impacts to wetlands, shall be mimmized 1o
the maximum extent practicable

Obstruction of High Flows. To the maximum extent pracucable, the activity must be designed to mamniain
preconstruction downstream flow conditions (1. , location, capacity, and flow rates) Furthermore, the activity must
not permanently restrict or impede the passage of normal or expected high flows (unless the pnimary purpose of the
fill 1s to impound waters), and the structure or discharge of dredged or fill matenal must withstand expected high
flows. The activity must, to the maximum extent practicable, provide for retaimng excess flows from the site,
provide for mamntaimng surface flow rates from the site similar to preconstruction conditions, and must not increase
water flows from the project site, relocate water, or redwrect water flow beyond preconstruction conditions. In
addinion, the activity must, to the maximum extent practicable, reduce adverse effects such as flooding or erosion
downstream and upstream of the project site, unless the activity 1s part of a larger system designed to manage water
flows.

Erosion and Siltation Contrels: Dunng construction, appropnate erosion and siltation controls must be used and
maintained in effectve operating condition in accordance wath state regulations. All exposed soil and other fill
matenal must be permanently stabilized.

Suitable Material: No actvity, including discharges of dredged or fill materal or the placement of structures, may
consist of unsuitable matenal (1 e , asphalt, trash, debns, car bodies, etc.). No matenal discharged shall contain toxic
pollutants 1n amounts that would violate the effluent imitation standards of § 307 of the CWA

Temporary Fill: Temporary fill in waters and wetlands authonzed by the PASPGP-3 (1.e., access roads and
cofferdams) shall be properly constructed and stabilized during use to prevent erosion and accretion Temporary fill
in wetlands shall be placed on geotextile fabric laid on existing wetland grade Whenever possible, rubber or
wooden mats should be used for equipment access through wetlands to the project area. Temporary filis shall be
removed, n their entirety, to an approved upland site, and suitably contaned to prevent erosion and transport to a
waterway or wetland. Temporary fill areas shall be restored to their preconstructon contours, elevations, and
hydrology and revegetated with comparable native species.

Equipment Working in Wetlands: Measures must be taken to mimimize soil disturbance when heavy equipment 1s
used in and adjacent to wetland areas. These measures include, but are not limited to, avoiding the use of such
equipment, use of umber mats or geotexnle fabnc, and the use of low pressure tire vehicles

Installation and Maintenance: Any structure or fill authorized shall be properly installed and maintained to ensure
public safety.

The Following Conditions Apply to Activities for the Maintenance of Existing Flood Control Projects that are
authorized Pursuant to PADEP GP-11:

a. Dredging and channel cleaning are authonzed only within the established limits of the project and only
within previously constructed channels. Dredging and channel cleaning shall be hmited solely to restoring
channel wadth and depth to design configurations as clearly described in the baseline maintenance plan

b. Dredgmg must be accomphshed using bucket-type equipment when working within the channel, unless
siphon-type equipment s necessary in conjunction with a separate dewatering structure and a clean return-
water procedure 1s used. In no instance shall sediment be bulldozed or graded wathin the channel.

¢. A baseline mantenance plan shall be available on-site or at the project sponsor’s office The basehine
maintenance plan consists of as-built project plans provided by PADEP or the Corps. The maintenance
plan shall include the name and address of the project sponsor, the name and address of the contractor; a
copy of the latest mspection report from PADEP or the Corps; a suitable work plan detailing the length and
width (1n plan view and cross section) of the intended maintenance work, and current photographs of the
work area.
