PROJECT LOCATION

The project site is located along the west side of Logan Road approximately 700 feet east from
the intersection of Logan Road and Harrisburg Pike. The southern boundary of the project is
bounded by Logan Road. The western boundary of the project is bounded by Harrisburg Pike
and Route 15. The project is adjacent to an existing retirement community along the eastern

boundary.

The project is comprised of three existing lots that will be combined into one parcel. The total
acreage of the project is approximately 45 acres. Current use of the properties includes row crop
agriculture with the exception of existing wooded wetlands.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project will include the construction of a mixed use, traditional neighborhood development,
which will include single family units, apartments, live/work units, and office/retail/civic space.
Site improvements include several new driveways and access roads, installation of public water
supply, public sanitary sewer systems and stormwater management facilities.

PRE DEVELOPMENT CONDITIONS

The vast majority of the site is currently in agriculture (row crops) with the non-agricultural areas
being wooded wetlands, containing deciduous, mixed hardwood growth with dense underbrush.
The majority of the slopes range between 5-10% with several areas outside the range.

The project site is comprised of three (3) drainage areas, DA1, DA2 and DA3. Drainage Area 1
drains to the existing wetland located along the western side of the site. The runoff discharges
under Harrisburg Pike toward an unnamed tributary of Dogwood Run. Drainage Areas 2 and 3
drain to the eastern half of the project site toward Fishers Run.
