WATER OBSTRUCTION AND ENCROACHMENT PERMIT

The Department of Environmental Protection "DEP", established by the Act of December 3, 1970,
P.L. 834 (71 P.S. § 510-1 ~ ~.) and empowered to exercise certain powers and perform certain duties
under and by virtue of the Act of November 26, 1978, P.L. 1375, as amended by the Act of October 23,
1979, P.L. 204 (32 P.S. § 693.1 ~ g:g.) known as the "Dam Safety and Encroachments Act"; Act of
October 4, 1978, P.L. 851, (32 P.S. § 679.101 ~ ~.) known as the "Flood Plam Management Act"; Act
of June 22, 1937, P.L. 1987, (35 P.S. § 691.1 et ~.), known as ""The Clean Steams Law"; and the
Administrative Code, Act of April 9, 1929, P.L. 177, as amended, which empowers DEP to exercise
certain powers and perform certain duties by law vested in and imposed upon the Water Supply
CommissIOn of Pennsylvania and the Water and Power Resources Board, hereby issues this permit to:

gtving its consent to replace the SR 20 II bridge over the YeHow Breeches Creek involving the following:

(I) To remove a three-span bridge, having a width of20.0 feet, a total span of 142.0 feet, and
an underclcarancc of 8.0 feet, to construct and mamtain a three-span bridge, having a bridge
with a 44.0-foot width, a total span of 200.0 feet, and an underclearance of 6.5 feet, carrying
SR 20 II, SectIon 005 over Yellow Breeches Creek (CWF) at a polOtlocated just downstream
of the existing SR 2011 bridge crossing of the Yellow Breeches Creek (Mechanicsburg, PA
Quadrangle; N: 4.14 inches, W: 4.04 inches; Latitude: 40°08'52", Longitude: 17°01 '44") in
Monroe Township, Cumberland County, and Carroll Township, York County. This permit
also authorizes the installation of a temporary causeway for the purpose of constructing the
new bridge and removing the old bridge. (2) To remove an existing 30.0 lineal foot box
culvert having a span of 16.0 feet and an underc1earance of 5.5 feet, to construct and maintain
55.0 lineal foot box culvert, having a width of 14.3 feet, and an undercIearance of 4.0 feet,
carrymg SR 2011, Section 005 over a mill race of the Yellow Breeches Creek (CWF) at a
point located approximately 50.0 feet downstream of the existing box culvert under SR 2011
(Mechanicsburg, PA Quadrangle; N: 4.05 inches, W: 4.08 inches; Latitude: 40°08'51",
Longitude: 77°01 '46") in Monroe Township, Cumberland County, and Carroll Township,
York County. (3) The project will result in 0.09 acre of permanent wetland impact (0.03 acre
PFO, 0.03 acre PEM/PSS, and 0.03 acre PEM/PFO). An additional 0.05 acre of wetlands
will be temporarily impacted by causeway construction and silt fence installation. These
temporary impacts will be restored upon completion of the project. The permittee has
met the wetland replacement reqUIrement by partIcipating in the Pennsylvania Wetland
Replacement Project. The pennittee has provided for 0.09 acre of wetland replacement by
making a monetary contnbution of $500 to the National Fish and Wildlife FoundatIOn,
Pennsylvania Wetland Replacement Project, ID No. 95-096.

The issuanceof thiSpermit also constitutesapprovalof a WaterQualityCertificationunder Section
401 ofthe Federal Water Pollution Control Act [33 U.S.C.A. 1341(a»).
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This permit is issued In response to an application filed with DEP on the 24th day of December
A.D. 2006, and with the understanding that the work shall be performed in accordance with the maps,
plans, profiles and specificattons filed with and made a part of the application on the 24th day of
December A.D. 2006, 9th day of August A.D. 2007, and 5th day of September A.D. 2007, subject,
however, to the provisions of the Dam Safety and Encroachments Act, the Flood Plain Management Act,
The Clean Streams Law, the Administrative Code, the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder and
the following conditions and restrictions. If the work authorized by this permit is not completed on or
before the 31st day of December A.D. 2010, this permit, if not previously revoked or specifically
extended by DEP in writing, shall become void without further notification.

l. The permittee shall sign the permit thereby expressly certifying the permittee's
acceptance of, and agreement to comply with, the terms and conditions of the permit.
The permittee shall return a signed copy of the permit to DEP. The permit will not be
effectiveuntil the signedcopyof the permit is receivedby DEP;

2. DEP, in issuing this permit, has relied on the informationand data which the permittee
has provided in connectIOnwith his permit application. If, subsequentto the issuance of
this permit, such information and data prove to be false, incomplete or inaccurate, this
permit may be modified, suspended,or revoked, in whole or in part, and DEP may, in
addition, institute appropriatelegalproceedin~;

3. This permit does not give any property rights, either in real estate or material, nor any
exclusive privileges, nor shall it be construed to grant or confer any right, tItle, casement,
or mterest in, to, or over any land belonging to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvama
"Commonwealth"; neither does It authorize any injury to private property or invasion of
private rights, nor any inmngement of federal, state, or local laws or regulations; nor does
it obviate the necessity of obtaming federal assent when necessary;

4. The work shaH at all times be subject to supervision and inspection by representatives of
DEP, and no changes in the maps, plans, profiles, and specifications as approved shall be
made except with the written consent of DEP. DEP, however, reserves the right to
require such changes or modifications in the maps, plans, profiles, and specifications as
may be considered necessary to assure compliance with the Dam Safety and
Encroachments Act and other laws administered by DEP, the Pennsylvania Fish
Commission and any river basin commission created by interstate compact. DEP further
reserves the right to suspend or revoke this permit for failure to comply with a provision
of25 Pa. Code Chapter 105, an administrative order ofDEP or a term or condition of this
permit;

5. This permit authorizes the construction, operation, maintenance, and normal repair of the
permitted structures conducted within the original specificatIOns for the water obstruction
or encroachment, and jn accordance with the regulations of DEP and terms and
conditions of thiS perm1t. Any repairs or maintenance involving modifications of the
water obstruction or encroachment £Tomits original specifications, and any repairs or
reconstruction involving a substantial portion of the structure as defined by regulations of
o EP shall require the pnor written approval and permit of DEP;
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6. All construction debris, excavated material, brush, rocks, and refuse incidental to this
work shall be removed entirely from the stream channel and placed either on shore above
the influence of flood waters, or at such dumping ground as may be approved by DEP;

7. There shall be no unreasonable interference WIth the free discharge of the river or stream
or navigation during construction;

8. DEP reserves the right to take any and aU actions regarding the permitted activity that are
authorized by law to protect public health, public safety and the environment;

9. The permittee shall notify DEP, in writing, of the proposed time for commencement of
work at least 15 days prior to the commencement of construction;

10. If construction work has not been completedwithin the time specified in the permit and
the time limit specified in the permit has not been extended in writing by DEP or if a
permit has been revoked for any reason, the permittee shall, at his own expense and m a
manner that DEP may prescribe, remove aUor any portIon of the work as DEP requires
and restore the water course and floodplainto their formercondition;

11. The permittee shall fully inform the engmeer or contractor, responsible for the
supervision and conduct of work, of the terms, conditions, restrictions, and covenants of
this permit. Prior to the commencement of construction, the permittee shall file with
DEP 10writing, on a form provided by DEP, a statement signed by the permittee and an
indivIdual responsible for the supervision or conduct of the construction work
acknowledging and accepting the general and special conditions contained in the pennit.
Unless the acknowledgmentand acceptancehave been fi1ed,the permit is void. A copy
of the permit and the acknowledgmentshall be available at the work site for inspection
upon request by an officer or agent of DEP or another federal, state, county or municipal
agency;

12. The permittee shaU operate and maintam the structure or work authorized herein in a safe
condition in accordance with the permit terms and conditions and the approved maps,
plans, profiles and specifications;

13. This permIt may not be transferred without prior written approval from DEP, such
approval being considered upon receipt of the properly executed "Application for
Transfer of Permit" form;

14. If and when the permittee desires to discontinue use or abandon the activity authorized
herein, he must remove all or part of the strucrure or work authorized and take other
actions as are necessary to protect safety and the environment in accordance with a permit
issued by DEP;

15. If the use of explosives in any waterways is required, the permittee shall secure the prior
written permit from the Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Commission, pursuant to the
Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Code, Act 1980-175 Title 30 Pennsylvama Consolidated
